ONA April Newsletter Putting Our Words Into Action

On Tuesday, amid glorious spring blooms in beautiful Tower Grove Park, a
group of faith leaders gathered to share a crucial message to trans, intersex,
and nonbinary Missourians: You are sacred and holy. You are loved. We
support you.

The LGBTQ+ Faith Alliance, an interfaith ministry at Parkway UCC, this week
unveiled its Statement of Support for Trans, Intersex and Nonbinary
Missourians. While it is a statement of affirmation and support, the document
also calls on Missouri lawmakers and administration members to stop their
persecution of gender non-conforming people. The statement — signed by 27
faith communities and organizations, as well as several additional lay leaders
and clergy — was read by a chorus of straight and queer voices as part of a 30-
minute public program.

This interfaith effort comes at a critical time for our state. With just weeks
before its adjournment, the state Legislature is debating anti-trans bills in
both chambers that could restrict where trans Missourians can exist in
everyday spaces, including schools, shelters and public life. The new
Amendment 3 referendum on November’s ballot will (if passed)
constitutionally ban gender-affirming healthcare for trans youth, as well as
prevent women from accessing safe abortions in Missouri. The LGBTQ+ Faith
Alliance statement also states such medical decisions must be up to
individuals and their doctors, not the state.
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The LGBTQ+ Faith Alliance will work with PROMO Missouri, the state’s
public policy and advocacy organization for LGBTQ+ Missourians, on ways to
get our message to key lawmakers in Jefferson City. We also will continue to
advocate with local organizations, including Metro Trans Umbrella Group,
Trans Housing Initiative St. Louis, and PFLAG.

The Faith Alliance and PROMO will hold a community meeting at 6pm on
Monday, May 18, at Eliot Unitarian Universalist Chapel (100 S. Taylor Ave.,
Kirkwood, MO) that will include a potluck meal, a “teach-in” about
Amendment 3, and a phone banking opportunity. If we are to be successful
changing hearts and minds in Missouri, we need many helpers, so please mark
your calendar to attend.
